Four new Jenkins Scholars elected
Four new Jenkins Scholars have been elected for the coming academic year to study at Europaeum-linked universities.
The scholarship scheme, which honours the former President of the European Commission and Chancellor of the University of Oxford, is linked to the Europaeum, which Roy Jenkins helped to found in the 1990s to help academics, intellectuals and young scholars ‘bridge Europe’. 
The new Jenkins Scholars for the 2009-10 academic year are:

· Or Rosenboim of Bologna University, to study for an MSt in History at St Peter’s College, Oxford;

· Ottilie Schmauss of the University of Bonn, to study for a MSt in Women’s Studies at Kellogg College, Oxford;
· Elisabetta Tollardo of Bologna University, to study for an MSt in History at Mansfield College, Oxford; 
· Stephanie Hudson of Oxford University, to continue her research at the Department of Archaeology at Leiden University 
In addition, Naysan Rafati of the University of Oxford, who was unable to take up his place earlier, will be continuing his studies as a Jenkins Scholar towards a D.Phil. in Oriental Studies at the Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies, Geneva.

The first two Jenkins Scholars were elected in 2004-5, followed by four more in 2005-6, a further seven in 2006-7, six in 2007-8, and six in 2008-9.
Professor Wim van den Doel, former Chair of the Europaeum Academic Committee, who helps convene the international selection panel said: “This is now our sixth group of young Jenkins Scholars. The scheme is now well established as a prestigious scholarship in our universities. We thank all those who have supported the scheme – Lady Jenkins and, of course, Roy Jenkins in whose name it was set up.“
Dr Paul Flather, Secretary-General of the Europaeum, said: “Our Europaeum universities remain proud to be associated with such a scheme which has the very highest standards and a strong record of achievement. It encapsulates the ideals of Roy Jenkins which we share – fostering European links, giving young scholars a sense of Europe, supporting universities, and promoting new ideas.”

Awards are currently worth £10,000 per annum, usually for one year. Jenkins Scholars from Europaeum universities are eligible to study at Oxford for a Masters degree in the Humanities or Social Sciences, the disciplines closest to Lord Jenkins’ own political and literary interests. From next year, the Oxford awards will rise in line with tuition cost increases, to c £11,500.

Notes:

1) The Roy Jenkins Memorial Fund was set up in 2003 to create scholarships to bring students from the countries of the European Union to study at the University of Oxford, and also to support Oxford students going on to further study in Europe.
2) Jenkins Scholars are chosen from the 10 University partners within the Europaeum association of leading European universities.  These are the Universities of Oxford, Leiden, Bologna, Bonn, Paris I (Pantheon-Sorbonne), Geneva (the Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies), Prague (Charles University), Madrid (Complutense), Helsinki, and Krakow (Jagiellonian University).

3) The Europaeum was founded in 1992, with a mission to:

· Promote excellence in academic research and teaching collaboration between Europaeum partners; 

· Act as an open academic network linking the Europaeum partners and other bodies in the pursuit of study; 

· Serve as a resource for the general support and promotion of European studies; 

· Function independently in the search for new ideas; 

· Provide opportunities for the joint pursuit of new pan-European initiatives; 

· Serve as a high level 'think-tank' exploring new ideas and new roles for universities in the new Learning Age; 

· Provide a 'pool of talent' to carry out research and inquiry into problems and questions confronting Europe; 

· Help train and educate future leaders for a new Europe. 

4) Europaeum activities include research projects, annual conferences and student summer schools, lectures, joint teaching programmes, and staff mobility schemes.

5) A major initiative is the development of a joint degree programme in European History and Civilisation, linking Leiden, Paris and Oxford Universities.
